STANDARD PACKING LIST FOR AUGUSTANA YOUTH EVENTS
Youth who are attending an overnight or traveling Augustana youth event should plan to bring the following items unless pre-trip information indicates otherwise.
Bible

Paper

Pencil/Pens

Sleeping Bag (unless we are at a hotel then this is not needed)

Adequate Clothing:  Generally speaking this means one change of clothes per day and any additional clothing that either the weather or the event might dictate. For instance, if going on a ski trip you need to bring ski clothing and other safety items that will keep you warm, safe and dry).

Clothing should be conservative keeping in mind that on some trips we  encounter people from various religious faiths who may be offended by any kind of revealing attire. Dress reasonably and appropriately keeping in mind that we are always representing Christ and Augustana Lutheran Church.

Towel/wash cloth

Personal care items as allowed by the sponsoring organization. (For instance, Youth Works does not allow hair dryers or other plug in hair care accessories because they tend to overload the electrical outlets/capacity at host sites).  Each person should bring a small amount of soap, shampoo, conditioner, deodorant, fragrances etc.  Please do not bring large bottles of this. A good rule of thumb is to bring less than 3 ounces of any fluid item, as if you were, in fact, flying to our destination. 

Comfortable and supportive footwear; we often walk great distances on trips.  Please wear shoes that provide ankle support and good traction.  Sandals should strap on.  Flip Flops or other similar sandals are almost never appropriate for a youth trip.  Most organizations we visit do not allow them for safety reasons.  

Swimsuit

Flashlight

Water bottle

Spending money sufficient to cover the cost of meals while in transit to and from an event.  Typically these meals are at fast food style restaurants.  $7 per meal is a good guideline.
Cell Phone/IPods/gaming devices:  This varies from trip to trip.  Sometimes we allow them and even encourage them while other times we ask you not to bring them because they discourage group interaction and the ability to focus on the event.  At times organizations we visit prohibit them (Youth Works for instance).  All properly registered participants for an event will be informed of the cell phone/IPod/gaming device policy for each trip as well as any other deviations from this standard policy.  Otherwise, youth should bring the items listed above.
