While I have great hope and faith that the 
current situation is temporary, I believe that we who call ourselves the church of Jesus Christ must always be pre-
pared and willing to be the ‘righteous’ people defined by Jesus in Matthew 25. 
 

To be ‘righteous’ not only means to be in a right relationship with 
God through Christ, but it means to be in a right relationship with 
our neighbor and the stranger in our midst. To bear one another’s 
burdens is more than a listening ear or a loving embrace. It is to be 
present in real and tangible ways, responding to real and tangible 
needs. 
 

It is easy to become cynical or weary. It is natural to ‘circle the 
wagons’ and turn in on oneself. We worry about so many things and 
there is much that seems to be out of our control. But the words of 
Jesus compel us to look outward. The imperative of the Apostle 

Paul is a charge we who call ourselves ‘righteous’ cannot ignore. To identify ourselves as Christians and claim to 
be the church means that we will respond. For God is at work in us and God promises to work through us. Is it no 
wonder the ‘righteous’ in Matthew 25 are surprised to discover it is Christ they served as they loves the least 
among them. 
 

As we begin to draw near to the close of 2008 and wonder what 2009 will bring, let us keep at the front and center 
of our life together a commitment to serve the least among us. Let us always see Jesus in the needs around us and 
bear one another’s burdens, wherever we find them.
