A Minute with Pastor Megan 

As we flip the calendar from 2010 to 2011, we tend to get 
nostalgic. Suddenly, everyone’s in the mood to make a 
best-of list to help wrap up the year gone by.

1 Corinthians   
 

WRITTEN:  Around A.D. 55 
 

WRITTEN BY:  Paul, the apostle  
 

WRITING STYLE:  a letter of instruction 
 

OVERVIEW:    Dear church, don’t be like the world 
around you. Be who God made you to be, pure and  
effective.  
 
Paul had helped start the church at Corinth. The Corin-
thian church had a lot of challenges because Corinth was 
one wicked city. In that day there was a phrase, “to live 
like a Corinthian,” which meant to be immoral. In fact,  
if there was a character in a play who was known to be a 
Corinthian, he almost always walked on stage drunk.  
 
Also, Corinth was a really important trade center. It was 
located on a thin strip of land between two oceans. One 
of the unique things about Corinth was a track that led 
from one of these oceans to the other. If certain ships 
didn’t want to have to sail around the land, they could 
load their ships onto this track and carry their boats and 
cargo to the other side.  
 
Because of its immorality and because of its great loca-
tion for spreading the gospel, Corinth really needed a 
church. The problem, though, was that it was difficult for 
the church there to not get sucked back into the evil. 
 
Evidently, when Paul wrote this letter, the church wasn’t 
doing too well at the not-getting-sucked-in thing. Hus-
bands and wives were not being faithful. People in the 
church were not getting along. Things were getting 
pretty messy. Because of this, the church wrote Paul. 
What we call the “Book” of 1 Corinthians is actually 
Paul’s letter in response.
