A Message from Pastor Aune 

To my sisters and brothers in Christ; it is good to be back. 
It is good to be back to work and the rhythm of a daily 
schedule. But I would say it is even better to be back to 
community and the ministry that we share together. A 
ministry grounded in the love and grace of Jesus Christ. 
 
The opportunity to have a sabbatical was a gift and I am 
so grateful for the time away granted me. It truly was re-
freshing and renewing. I know this to be the case because 
by the time it was ending, I was ready to come back and 
that felt good. I knew the sabbatical worked because I was 
ready and excited to get back to work. 
 
During my time away I spent a lot of time up at our small 
cabin near Crane Lake and the Canadian border.

With the help of dear friends and my 
brothers, Janis and I were able to accomplish our goal and 
we finished the project right before I came back to work. 

I made 
some mistakes along the way that I had to deal with. It 
was hard work of a different kind and I learned again that 
if I set a goal and work hard at it, the goal can be reached. 
A good Finnish sauna heals the body and soul and going 
from a hot sauna into a cold northern Minnesota lake is 
truly refreshing and renewing. You will just have to take 
my word on that one. 
 
 

My return to work was put on hold with the death of my 
father. His health had been in decline and his passing hap-
pened faster than we thought it would. It is hard to say 
goodbye to a parent. Many of you have taken that jour-
ney. Dad was a person of faith and a wonderful father. I 
miss him and it is a strange feeling knowing he is no 
longer on earth. But even his death teaches me about 
God’s church and the power of community. You have 
upheld me and my family in prayer, you have expressed 
your condolences, and you have sent cards and memorial 
gifts. You have shared with me what I have witnessed 
with others; that when the body of Christ cares for one 
another, Jesus is revealed in our midst and hope prevails. 
Death brings a darkness that is painful and real. But when 
the body of Christ lifts up its collective witness to Jesus, 
the light truly shines in the darkness and you know the 
darkness will not prevail. This is the power of the resur-
rection at work in our lives and in our midst as a church 
body. So thank you for your love and care. Thank you for 
being the church not only to me and my family but to all 
we are privileged to serve and care for here at Augustana 
and beyond. 
 
It is going to be another great year at Augustana. God is at 
work in this place and we will continue to seek out God’s 
plan for us as we move forward in ministry and mission.

Our story begins in the Old Testament. 
 

Malachi 
 

WRITTEN:  Around 400 B.C. 
 

WRITTEN BY:  Malachi 
 

WRITING STYLE:  A sermon in the form of questions and 
answers. 
 

OVERVIEW:   Worshiping God is not about doing the 
least to get by. Be wholehearted instead.  
 

Malachi is the prophet who connects the Old Testament 
to the New Testament. He prophesied about John the 
Baptist and he was the last prophet until John the Bap-
tist. While not all the books of the Old Testament are in 
chronological order, Malachi really is. It was the last 
book written and it is the last book in the Old Testament. 
 
Malachi reminded the people that they were making a 
halfhearted attempt at keeping God’s law. They brought 
their sacrifices, but they brought the most damaged of 
their animals and crops. They were living as if God 
could not see their hearts and know that they didn’t 
really honor Him. They were doing the least they could 
to still have some semblance of a life of faith.  
 
Malachi also reprimanded the peopled for the same prac-
tice that the Hebrews were guilty of since they came to 
their land: They continued to marry into families who 
worshiped idols and so the Hebrews would begin to mix 
idol worship into their own worship. In Malachi’s day, 
the men were even divorcing their Hebrew wives to 
marry foreign wives. 
 
Malachi foretold the coming of John the Baptist as well 
as Jesus Christ.
